One victim reported that one of the these suspects
came to his door asking for help about a week and
a half ago. He gave her $20 and she left. She
came back a second time two days later with a
male companion and said she was trying to start a
Neighborhood Watch program and asked to use
the phone, which he let her do. When they left, he
was missing $500 from his home.

Solicitors are often a problem in the neighborhood.
Recently it has been reported that Time Warner
Cable (TW) has been soliciting within the Park
frequently. Calls have been made to TW but it
seems to continue. We urge all residents not to
become complacent even with businesses that are
well known as you never know who might be using
a reputable business name with intent to harm or
rob you. Please do not open your door to anyone
unless you personally know them. If you feel
comfortable replying to them, you could say
something like: “This is private property, there is no
soliciting, it’s posted at the front of the property, you
are trespassing and | am calling 911 as we speak”
