Since
everything's electric it's a good idea to have
fresh batteries for your radio and flash light
as well as plenty of blankets and food that
doesn’t require cooking and water in case ol
ice you are stuck at home (firewood if you
are in a unit with a fireplace).

In case you don’
have a landline, a special boost charger
would be ideal to charge a cell phone that
without needing electricity.
